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Background

1.1 The life and philosophy of Dr. B.R. Ambedkar is a profile of exemplary courage and
inspirational conviction. He was an outstanding intellectual, passionate scholar and statesman to the
core who made credible contribution to the nation building. He was not only an ardent patriot, but
also he fought for human dignity in general and the oppressed, marginalized and women in
particular. He stood as a symbol of struggle for Social Justice. He advocated democracy in every

spherei.e. social, economic and political of human life.

1.2 Dr. Ambedkar Foundation was set up on 24th March 1992 as a registered body, under the
Societies Registration Act, 1860, under the aegis of the then Ministry of Welfare (now Ministry of
Social Justice and Empowerment), Government of India, at 25, Ashoka Road, New Delhi - 110001,
vide Registration No. §/22757 of 1992 dated 24.03.1992. The primary objectives of the Foundation
is to promote Dr. Ambedkar's ideology and philosophy among the masses in India and abroad and
also to administer some of the Schemes and Programmes which emanated from the Centenary
Celebration Committee's recommendations. The scope and mandate of the Foundation has
increased many fold since the Union Cabinet approved several Schemes and Programmes and the
Honourable Prime Minister Shri Narendra Modi declared developing five places associated with Dr.
Ambedkar as Panch Teerth. Besides, construction of the iconic Dr. Ambedkar International Centre
on Janpath, New Delhi during the ensuing 125th Birth Anniversary year of Dr. Ambedkar is

expected to be an architectural marvel depicting convergence of his thought and approach in life.

1.3 Dr. Ambedkar Foundation has a “Governing Body” for its smooth functioning and is headed by
the Hon'ble Union Minister of Social Justice & Empowerment as its Chairperson. Secretary (SJ&E),
and Financial Advisor (SJ&E) are Ex-Officio Members. The Joint Secretary in the Ministry of
Social Justics & Empowerment is the Member Secretory of the Foundation. The Foundation has also
a “General Body” consisting of Members of the Foundation nominated by the Government. The day
to day affairs of the Foundation is looked after by its Director as Head of the Office, who shall be
responsible for carrying out the affairs of the Foundation in accordance with the Memorandum of

Association, Rules & Regulations and Bye-Laws of the Foundation.

1.4 Apart from the Schemes as above, Dr. Ambedkar Chairs in Universities, and Reputed

Institutions is also one of the mandated activities.
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Organization
AIMS & OBJECTIVES

2.1 The primary objective of setting up of the Foundation is to promote Babasaheb's ideology and
philosophy and also to administer some of the Schemes which emanated from the Dr. Ambedkar

birth Centenary Celebration Committee's recommendations.
2.2 Management Structure

The Foundation has a General Body and a Governing Body for its functioning which are discussed

below:
2.2.1 General Body

All the members of the Foundation constitute General Body of the Foundation. The General Body
approves and accepts the annual accounts of the Foundation. It approves any amendment to the
Memorandum of Association and/or Bye- Laws of the Foundation. It appoints the auditors of the
Foundation and also exercises such powers and performs such duties and functions which are not

within the powers of the Governing body.

The General Body of the Foundation is headed by the Hon'ble Minister of SI&E as its Chairperson

and has following features:

®  There shall be 14 Ex-officio Members including the Hon'ble Minister SJ & E and Thirty

Two nominated Members, who are nominated by the Chairperson.

e The Annual General Meeting of the Foundation should be held at such time, date and place
as may be determined by the Chairperson.

e The Chairperson may convene a special meeting of the Foundation provided that
Chairperson shall call a meeting of the Foundation upon a written requisition or not less

than 10 members specifying the object for which the meeting is to be called.

e Thepower ofthe Chairperson, in his absence, be discharged by the Vice Chairperson.
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2.2.2 Governing Body

Asper the Rules and Regulations of the Foundations, the Governing Body had following powers and

functions:

2.2.2.1 The property (movable and immovable) belonging to the Foundation, the income thereof
and the general superintendence, direction, control and administration of the affairs of the
Foundation, should be vested in the Governing Body of the Foundation which should have full
power and authority to do all acts, matters, things and deeds which may be necessary or expedient for
the purpose of the Foundation including without prejudice to the generality of the foregoing, the
power to acquire and dispose off property, the power to raise loans with or without security, to
advance money and to make appointments subject to any limitation that may have been imposed by
or under the Memorandum of Association and Rules and Regulations of the Foundation, the

governing Body for period of two years.

2.2.2.2 Inpursuance of Rule 17(b) of the Rules & Regulations of the Dr. Ambedkar Foundation, the

Government has re-constituted the Governing Body for period of two years.

2.2.2.3 The Minister of Social Justice & Empowerment is the Ex-officio Chairperson of the
Foundation. The Member Secretary of the Foundation is its Chief Executive Officer. The Joint
Secretary, Scheduled Castes Division, M/o Social Justice & Empowerment hold the additional

charge of Member Secretary of the Foundation.

The Programme was attended by the Hon'ble President, the Hon'ble Vice-
President, Hon'ble Prime Minister, Hon'ble Speaker of Lok Sabha Hon'ble Ministers of Social Justice
and Empowerment & Chairman, Dr. Ambedkar Foundation, Hon'ble Minister of State for Social
Justice & Empowerment and other eminent dignitaries, general public in large number also pay floral
tributes to Babasaheb.

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3.1.3 Dr. Ambedkar Medical Aid Scheme: Under the scheme financial aid is provided to poor
SC and ST patients, whose annual family income is less than Rs. 3 lakh, and who are required to
undergo surgery of Kidney, Heart, Liver and Cancer and for any other life threatening diseases

including knee surgery and spinal surgery.

3.1.4 Dr. Ambedkar National Merit Award Scheme: Dr. Ambedkar Foundation is implementing
following merit award schemes for students belonging to SCs and STs to recognize, promote and

assist meritorious students belonging to these weaker sections.

a) Dr. Ambedkar National Merit Award Scheme for Secondary (Class 10th Examination):
This scheme provides one time cash award to meritorious students belonging to SCs and STs. There
are 4 awards for each of the 29 Boards. The scheme also envisages 250 special merit awards of
Rs. 10,000 each to the SCs and STs students securing the next highest marks after first, second and

third position.
1) Students securing Highest marks Rs. 60,000/-
i) Students securing 2nd Highest marks Rs. 50,000/-
1i1) Students securing 3rd Highest marks Rs. 40,000/-
1v) Girl students securing Highest marks-in case they
do not figure in the above three categories Rs. 40,000/-

b) Dr. Ambedkar National Merit Award Scheme for meritorious students of Senior
Secondary Examination (Class 12th) belonging to Scheduled Castes :- Dr. Ambedkar
Foundation had formulated a scheme during 2007-08 for award of merit awards to the students
belonging to SCs to recognize, promote and assist meritorious students belonging to Scheduled
Castes. Award is given to three students scoring highest marks in the regular Class XIIth level
examination conducted by the Education Boards / Councils in four streams of Arts, Science (with
Maths) and Science (with Biology) and Commerce @ Rs. 60,000/-, Rs. 50,000/- & Rs. 40,000/-
respectively. After first three positions of merit, the next three girl students securing the highest

marks in each stream would be given a special award @ Rs. 20,000/- each. There shall be 24 awards
for each of 29 Boards.
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3.1.5 Dr. Ambedkar National Relief Scheme for SC victims of atrocities: The Scheme is in the
nature of contingency arrangement to provide instant monetary relief to the victims of relatively
henious offences of atrocities under the Scheduled Castes and the Scheduled Tribes (Prevention of
Atrocities) Act, 1989. The relief amount under this Scheme is directly provided to the victims or their
family members or dependents by the Foundation once the FIR of the offence under the Act has been
lodged / registered as apprised by the concerned State Government / UnionTerritory. The relief amount
with a maximum limit of Rs. 5 lakh is paid to the victim. During 2021-22 Rs. 90.00 lakh were released
eligible 21 beneficiaries under the scheme.

3.1.6 Dr. Ambedkar Foundation National Essay Competition Scheme: The aim of this annual
Essay Competition is to encourage writing on social issues, among the Students of Schools / Colleges /
Universities / Institutes and arouse their interest in Dr. Ambedkar's thoughts on fundamental social
issues. Dr. Ambedkar Foundation National Essay Competition is for Students of recognized Schools
(Secondary & Senior Secondary Schools i.e. from class 9th to class 12th) and Colleges / Universities /
Institutes. Prizes to the over-all best three entries in Hindi & English for school students range from Rs.
20,000/- to Rs. 50,000/- and for Colleges / Universities / Institutes students it is from Rs. 25,000/- to Rs.
1,00,000/-.

3.1.7 Dr. Ambedkar Scheme for celebration of Birth Anniversary Death Anniversary of Great
Saints: This scheme has been formulated to provide grant-in-aid to the recognized Colleges /
Universities / Institutions and Registered NGOs, which are in existence for at least 2 years, duly
recommended by the District Magistrates or State Govt, for celebrating birth anniversary of Great
Saints who tirelessly worked for promoting social justice, removal of inequality & discrimination and
for amelioration of the conditions of weaker sections of the society. The Scheme covers the birth/death
anniversary of Great Saints like Sant Kabir, Guru Ravidas, Guru Ghasidas, Chokhamela, Nandnar,
Narayan Guru, Namdev, Mahatma Jyotiba Phule & Savitri Bai Phule, Dr. Bhimrao Ambedkar etc. as
approved by the Foundation time to time. The upper limit of the amount of grant-in-aid provided in each
case, under the scheme is (i) Recognized universities / institution - Rs. 5.00 lakh and (ii) for Registered
NGOs on the recommendation by the District Magistrates / District Collector/ Registrar (in case of
University) subject to upper ceiling of Rs. 2.00 lakh. Under the scheme grant in aid during the period
2020-21 wasreleased amount Rs. 40.90 lakh to 24 NGO's.

3.1.8 Collected Works of Babasaheb Ambedkar (CWBA) Project: The translation and publication
of Collected Works of Babasaheb Dr. Ambedkar Project is one of the projects being implemented by the
Foundation. These works are translated into Hindi and 8 regional languages viz. Malayalam, Tamil,
Telugu, Bangla, Odiya, Punjabi, Urdu & Gujarati. Translation, editing and vetting of CWBA works in
Malayalam, Tamil, Telugu, Bangla, Odiya, Punjabi and Hindi have made considerable progress. Out of
360 volumes to be published in Hindi and other regional / vernacular languages (40 volumes of each
language) where the Foundation is practically involved 219 volumes have been published and 19
Volumes (22 to 40) Hindi Edition have been published.

3.1.9 DAF's Monthly Magazine Samajik Nyay Sandesh : DAF's Monthly Magazine 'Samajik Nyay
Sandesh' was started in the year 2002 to spread the message and philosophy of Dr. B.R. Ambedkar
aimed at making India an egalitarian society.

Dr. B. R. Ambedkar's Birth Anniversary special issue (April 2014, Dr Ambedkar Jayanti Visheshank) of
Samajik Nyay Sandesh was Published in 2014. It has been priced at Rs. 10/- per copy. The subscription
fee of 'Samajik Nyay Sandesh' for one Year is Rs 100/-, two year is Rs 180/-, and for three years, is Rs.
250/-, which is under revision.

related subjects, salient features of relevent Actrules .

Sale of Commemorative Coins on Dr. B. R. Arnbedkar: During the world wide celebration of 125th
Birth Anniversary of Babasaheb Dr. B. R. Ambedkar, commemorative coins of Rs. 125/- and Rs. 10/-
demonisation on Dr. B. R. Ambedkar were released by Prime Minister Shri Narendra Modi at a function
held on 7, Race Course Road (Now Lok Kalyan Marg), New Delhi. On this occasion, Dr.
Thaawarchand Gehlot, Minister for Social Justice and Empowerment & Chairman, Dr. Ambedkar
Foundation and Shri Arun Jaitely, Finance Minister were also present.

The coins with commemorative denomination of Rs. 125/- has a diameter of 44 mm, weight 35 grams
and made up of an alloy of 50% Silver, 40% Copper and 05% each Nickel and Zinc. The coin of Rs. 10/-
has a diameter, of 27 mm, its weight 7.71 grams and made up of an alloy of Outer Ring (Aluminum
Bronze) 92% Copper, Aluminum 06%, Nickel 02% and Centre piece (Cupro Nickel) Copper 75% and
Nickel 250/0. The Price of each set of Commemorative Coins (Comprising of the demonization of Rs.
125/-and Rs. 10/-) is Rs. 3,480/-.

3.1.10  Dr.Ambedkar Scheme for Social Integration through Inter-Caste Marriages:

Dr. Ambedkar Foundation had formulated a scheme named Dr. Ambedkar Scheme for Social
Integration through Inter-Caste Marriages. The newly married couple are extended financial incentive
to enable them to settle down in the initial phase of their married life. Inter-caste marriages is significant
steps to reduce the caste-prejudices, abolish 'untouchability' and spread the values of liberty, equality,
fraternity etc in the society. The incentive for a legal inter-caste marriage shall be Rs. 2.50 lakh per
marriage. During 2021-22, Rs. 627.50 lakh were released eligible 251 couples under the scheme.
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Dr. Ambedkar International Centre

Dr. Ambedkar International Centre is an institution under Ministry of Social Justice and Empowerment,
which aims to inculcate the philosophy, vision, life and thought of Dr. B.R. Ambedkar in function,
policy and research.

The centre is a platform for research and action on socio-economic justice and transformation. From
deliberations in seminars and conferences to being the emissary of Ministry’s schemes for the
vulnerable sections of the society, the centre amalgamates grassroots level experiences with policy
research and advocacy.

DAIC functions as a centre of excellence for Research and Academics which seeks to encourage and
nourish research in society and bring insights about socio-economic transformation into government’s
schemes and initiatives to ensure justice at Social, Economic and Political levels as Dr. B.R. Ambedkar
envisioned for India. With 89 scholars (Doctoral fellows and Post-doctoral fellows) engaged with the
centre and the numerous academic programmes and activities during the current financial year, the
centre is working towards creating a one of a kind International academic entity.

The Centre consists of library which is open to all sections of society, and functions as a gateway
towards formal and informal education. The library is a dynamic entity with both physical and digital
infrastructure supporting students, scholars and readers along with collaborations with International

academic resources.

The Centre also functions as a Convention Centre with modern infrastructure, facilities and architecture
which hosts seminars, lectures, conferences and meetings from across the country.
